1. The following aireraft aborted from the mission of
26 November 1944 due to reasons stated:

. A/C # 43-38566 - Pilot claimed that # 2 engine oil
prassure ed to zero and oylinder hesd temperature rose to
2700 while oil temperature went to 110o. He tried feathering
but could not so cut RPH to about 1000. Emppine windmilled for &
half hour with no oil pressure indicated. At lower agltitude the
rileot started up the engine and it ran 0.K. Oround check revesled
engine operstion on ground 0.X. On test flight aireraft was teken
to 20,000 feet and reported as operating noruaally.

b. A/C # 43-38779 - Pilot reported # 2 engine running
rough &%t high cruising power eetting and &lso smoking. 041
pressure started fluctuating eo pilot feathered engine snd returned.
Roughness of engine was probably due to rich running engine. The
fluctusting oil pressure was probably instrument troubles. Ground
check of engine and subsequent test flight revesled everything 0.K.
Pilot should have tried mixture control in other positions followed
by throtling back slightly to eliminate roughness &f mixture control
did not control roughness. Pilot should have cross-checked engine
instruments on suspected engine when oil pressure stapted fluctuating.
